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To introduction social work into hospice and palliative care is the care to
those terminal ill patients and their families when patient's death is inevitably
approaching and they choose not to prolong their lives with aggressive
medical care. Social work in hospice aims to alleviate patient's physical and
mental agonies, to maintain their quality of life, and to respect their dignity.
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
