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Social changes are dramatic, various phenomena are strange, and
people often behave unexpectedly. The reason is intricate and
difficult to understand, and it cannot be obtained through simple
observation or external measurement. Standardized experimental
design, or quantitative research statistics to determine the
questionnaire options for investigation, i1s also unable to
clarify the nature and connotation of the problem. Qualitative
research methods are timely to fill the effects that the above
quantitative research methods cannot achieve, and may interpret
various phenomena and questions that cannot be answered by
numbers alone. This course teaches the concept of qualitative
research methods, data collection methods and data analysis
methods. In addition to teaching by teachers, this course also
arranges for classmates to write research plans to strengthen
the learning process. The classmates are expected to achieve the
following abilities:

1. Recognize relevant concepts of qualitative research

2. Understand the qualitative research data collection method

3. Master the analysis method of qualitative research data
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
